Hon. Minister, on September 1, 2021, New Vision reported that cabinet approved the EACOP Bill

government’s commitment to fulfil its obligation under the Host Government Agreement (HGA)

stakeholders’ input in the completion of the oil pipeline legal reforms to address the social,
economic and environmental challenges in the Uganda.




Our request is made in light of the fact that without transparency and citizens participation in
decision making process of the oil and gas sector, Ugandans will continue suffering from the
existing challenges that have undermined efforts to environmental conservation and climate
change mitigation in the country.

Access to the Cabinet’s approved EACOP Bill 2021 will enable us to mobilize, engage and
empower Ugandans contribute comments to government and the Parliament to put in place a good
oil pipeline law to promote social and equitable development in the country for the common good.
A good oil pipeline law has the potential to improve the environment, social and economic benefits
for all Ugandans.
